Note: In contrast to duplication, the segmentation of results for the purpose of publishing different articles derived from the same research study is a practice referred to in the academic community as "salami slicing" or "publication fragmentation." In order for each "fragment" to not be considered a duplication of another "fragment" already published, the research question, objectives, hypothesis and methodology must be different. As fragmentation may wrongly imply that the data presented in each "fragment" are derived from a different sample of subjects, it is important to make this condition explicit.  Failure to do so may result in rejection of the article in the review process, or retraction once it published. More information see Publication criteria.
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a. The articles must be unpublished (not previously published) and, in cases of "fragmentation", not only should this be explicitly stated in the document text, but the article submitted to Salud Colectiva must examine aspects not addressed in previous works. The name of the research study that gave rise to the article and clarifications concerning other works derived from the same research study upon which the current article is based should be part of in the “Larger research study” section on the “Authorship page”.
b. The approval of the research project by an ethics committee (including approval code), the mention of obtaining informed consent, the preservation of data confidentiality, etc., should be detailed in the final paragraphs of the "Methodology" section.
c. Financial support must be included in the "Funding" section on the “Authorship page”, detailing the complete names of the granting institutions, the code and title of the research project for which funds were received and the year in which they were granted.
